UNIT 1: SIMPLE PAST – REGULAR VERBS (NEGATIVE FORM)
In English, we use the auxiliary verb did + not (= didn't) to make negative sentences in the simple past.
It´s important to note that after the auxiliary verb, the main verb goes in its infinitive form without “to”.
Even if the verb is regular (ends in -ed in affirmative), in negative, we do NOT use –ed.

For example: 	✔ He worked. (+) 
✔He didn't work. (-)	NOT 	❌ He didn't worked.
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present CNegative ¢ \WWe [don’t/ need a dictionary.
past | Gnegative ¢ We  didn’t| need a dictionary.

present ENegative: /' Jack 'doesn’t want to go.
past | Enegative: /) Jack (didn’t want to go.

Past tense irregular verbs are only irregular in affirmative
sentences NOT in negative sentences.  Exception: To Be
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@atfirmative: /) You went to the concert.
~ EONegative: /) You |didn’t/ go to the concert.
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
